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Transportation Demand Management

· Comment on “Price parking to discourage driving & cruising”: Is this realistic?  Would this practice kill Main Street?

· Need signal synchronization now!

· Deficit of parking between 14th to Lincoln, Olympic, Colorado

· Encourage a way for cyclists to get to nodes (wide enough paths); safe routes to each node including to and from schools.

· Increase and improve public transit!!!  Create ability for individuals to abandon their cars.  Fix congestion now!!!

· Improve the transit experience with buses that stop at less stops.

· “Complete streets” policy (e.g., width, amenities, aesthetics); parallel travel of bikes and autos, accessibility for wheelchairs, walkers.

Public Benefits

· Add as a benefit category: Programs and funding for Youth to combat violence.

Land Use

· There is too much demolition from speculation.

· Identify future school sites (perhaps ground floor educational and cultural spaces and ability to get there)

· Map needs to be more accurate in showing land use principles city-wide)

· Need to preserve the Bergamot land uses (art galleries, museum, etc.)
